Infants that were a year old from maltreating families were selected to participate in one of three different interventions. The three interventions were parent-psychotherapy, psychoeducational parenting intervention, and community standards control. They also had another group that had infants coming from a low-income environment, but were non-maltreated. This was a called the normative comparison group. The results should that infants in the maltreat environment had an higher disorganized attachment than the normal comparison group. It also showed that the parent-psychotherapy and psychoeducational parenting intervention had greater positive effects and increase in secure attachments than the community standard control and normative comparison group.

In this article, a study was conducted on low literacy adults looking to seek out health information via the internet. It showed how they may come across issues when searching for information. They took 8 adults and enrolled them in a reading assistance program. They only read at a 3rd to 8th grade level. During the study the adults were asked to conducted internet searches and answer questions that were given. The amount of time spent searching the web, the number of websites accessed, reading level of website, and the answers to the questions were recorded. The results showed that most websites accessed were at a 10th grade or above reading level and only answered 8 of the 24 questions correctly. They concluded that it’s a necessity to have a certain reading level in order to access internet health sites.
